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Short Answer Questions
1. Public law is a type of law addressing matters that affect society. Criminal law is an example of public law, as crime is treated as having an impact on all members of society and not just the individual. Private law is a type of law that relates to the relationships between individuals or businesses that involve contracts. (p. 5)
2. The federal government has sole authority to pass national-level criminal law in the Criminal Code. Provincial and municipal governments can pass laws that relate to their jurisdiction (e.g., provinces—health care, education, transportation; municipalities—local bylaws). (p. 7)
3. (1) Summary offences: Crimes that carry less serious punishment in which judges can impose a jail sentence of up to six months and/of a maximum fine of $2000. (2) Indictable offences: This category includes more serious offences, such as homicide, where defendants must appear in court and cases are heard by federally-appointed judges. (3) Dual or hybrid offences: Offences that can be prosecuted as either summary or indictable offences. (p. 7)
4. (1) Provincial courts, which hear less serious cases; (2) Provincial superior courts, which deal with more serious criminal offences; (3) Provincial courts of appeal, which review decisions from lower courts (e.g., provincial superior courts); and (4) the Supreme Court of Canada, which is the final court of appeal in Canada and selects cases to review that address legal matters of national importance. (p. 12)
5. Provincial corrections, where adults who are arrested, awaiting a court date, awaiting a transfer to federal corrections or sentenced to two years less a day are held, and federal corrections, where offenders convicted of the most serious offences are serving sentences of two or more years. (p. 13)
6. Answers will vary. A police officer may choose not to press charges against an adolescent picked up for drinking under age or a prosecutor may choose to send a first time offender to an alternative measures program instead of approving charges to court. Discretion is important because it allows the criminal justice system to operate in a more effective and efficient manner.  (p. 16)
7. Answers will vary. Of all the almost million charges, only about one fifth resulted in a guilty plea or finding of guilt. (p. 16)
8. Answers will vary. Goals of the CJS include (1) preventing crime, (2) protecting the public, (3) supporting victims of crime, their families, and witnesses, (4) holding people responsible, and (5) helping offenders return to the community and become law-abiding citizens. (p. 18)
9. The crime control model is an approach to justice that is based on the philosophy that is more important to protect society than the rights of any individual. This model is sometimes referred to as an “assembly-line justice” model. The due process model is an approach to justice that is based on the philosophy that the justice system needs to protect the rights of a defendant. The presumption of innocence would reflect a due process approach to justice. (pp. 22–23)
10. Few people are interested in the types of crime that occur most often, such as shoplifting or minor theft. Instead the public is fascinated by murder, bloodshed and mayhem. As a result the news and mass media programming we see on television are often based on violent crimes such as murders that rarely occur. The over representation of violent crimes makes the public believe that violent crime widespread and we are at a high-risk of being victimized, which is untrue. (p. 26)
