Chapter 14 Slide show captions

Slide 1: Quartz hammerstone. All of the artifacts in this slide show are from the Wood Lily site. This tool was used to strike stone cores to remove flakes that then became the blanks from which the stone tool makers at Wood Lily fabricated tools with specific functions.

Slide 2: The remnant of a stone core from which flakes were produced by using a percussor like that pictured in Slide 1.

Slide 3: An array of flakes. Most of these are too small to server at tool blanks, but all of them possess edges more than sharp enough to use to cut and pierce animal skins, wood, or even bone.

Slide 4: Fragment of a bifacial tool (worked on both sides or faces).

Slide 5: Three flint and one slate (upper right) projectile point fragments.

Slide 6: Four quartz spear points.

Slide 7: Four flint knives. 

Slide 8: Three quartz and one quartzite (the tool on the right) knives.

Slide 9: One large, nearly entirely intact flint drill (a spectacular example of the craft of flint knapping) and four additional tips of broken flint drills.

Slide 10: A close up of the nearly intact Wood Lily drill.

Slide 11: A stone gouge; a wood working tool.

Slide 12: A selection of stone tools recovered at the Wood Lily site, useful for carrying out an array of tasks.
