


Chapters 3 & 4 Data Assignment: State Indicators

The Human Development Index (HDI) 
· Open the Excel Workbook for Chapter 3-4 and go to the Human Development Reports - Human Development Index homepage. Read about the purposes and details of the HDI.
· Next, click on Download Data and then, Table 1: Human Development Index and its components. You may download Table 1 or view it in your browser.
· Scroll down the table. Notice that the countries are divided into various "status" categories, called “HDI Rank” (e.g., “very high human development,” “high human development). 
· Locate each country listed in the Workbook and copy the values for the HDI into the table for each country. SAVE! 
· In a Word document, answer the questions below and write a statement for each country in Chapters 3 and 4, describing their state of development using each of the variables that you collected. 
· In which direction is the data read? Is increasing better and decreasing worst, or the increasing is better and decreasing is worst?
· Which countries are doing the best?
· Which countries are doing worst?
· Which "variables" or "factors" make these countries the worst off? Give variables and scores and interpret.
· Submit the completed Excel Workbook and Word document to your instructor.
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
